Minutes of the regular meeting of the City Council held

Councilman Lawrence made the motion that Councilwoman
Southwick be nominated to serve as Mayor Pro Tempore for this
meeting, Councilman Shafter seconded the motion and voting was
unanimous. Mayor Pro Tern Southwick then called the meeting to
order and led the pledge of allegiance to the flag. The
invocation was offered by Councilman Lawrence.

Official notice of this meeting had been given by posting
a written notice of same and an agenda at the City Hall and
providing copies to the following newspapers of general
circulation: Davis County Clipper, Deseret News, and Salt Lake
Tribune.

Minutes of the regular meeting of the City Council held
September 5, 1984 were presented and unanimously approved as
written on a motion made by Councilman Hill and seconded by
Councilman Shafter.

EXPENDITURES FOR PERIOD AUGUST 16-31, 1984
AND SUMMARY FOR AUGUST APPROVED

Mr. Jenson presented the Expenditure and Expense Report
for the Period August 16-31, 1984 in the amount of $482,082.71
and the Summary of Expenditures for the Month of August
totaling $1,510,623.80. After a brief discussion, these
expenditures were unanimously approved on a motion made by
Councilman Lawrence and seconded by Councilman Sharp.

STREET DANCE FOR 8TH AND 40TH WARD
YOUTH APPROVED

Mr. Hardy explained that a request has been received from
the 8th and 40th Ward youth, Rick Johns sponsor, for permission
to hold a street dance on September 19, 1984 in the cul-de-sac
at approximately 800 East 1100 South. He said that a petition
has been circulated to neighbors within 100 feet and signed
with unanimous approval. The dance will be from 7-9:00 p.m.
Councilman Lawrence made the motion that approval be given for
the street dance, Councilman Sharp seconded the motion and
voting was unanimous.
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AGENDA TITEM POSTPONED

The Agenda Item No. 5 -- Review Council Policy re: Recog-
nition of Citizens and Employees--was postponed to permit the
Mayor to participate in the discussion.

COUNCIL VOTES TO ASSIST WITH FLOOD
DAMAGE REPAIR OF BELL PROPERTY

Mr. Balling was asked to review the alternatives with
regard to the James Bell property where the field trip was
taken this evening. He noted that the damage caused to the
property was the result of failure of a drain pipe which was
installed as part of the construction of the home and that the
City has had nothing to do with it. He also noted that the
pipe is not on City property, and thus, there is no legal
liability on the part of the City. He said that the problem
could be corrected by replacing the 36" corrugated metal pipe
with a 36" concrete pipe; however, he would recommend that the
channel be left open. If the channel were completely lined
with concrete (one option), the cost would be between
$6-7,000. The second option would be for the City to cut the
channel and let the Bells line it with rock and grout it with
concrete provided by the City. He noted that the Bells do not
wish to have the open channel dissect their property, but would
be willing to have it on their north property line. This
matter was discussed at length with regard to the degree which
the City should participate, as well as details of redirecting
the channel. The Council concurred that the City participate
in repair of the property and Councilman Lawrence made the
motion that the staff be directed to work out a solution
acceptable to the City and the property owners and that the
City participate 50 percent in the total cost of the project.
It was noted that part of the agreement should include that the
property owners provide the necessary easement. Councilman
Shatter seconded this motion which carried unanimously.
Mayor Pro Tern Southwick requested that a report on this matter
be brought back to the Council at the next meeting.

AGENDA ITEM POSTPONED

Agenda Item No. 7 -- Review Alternative Program for Ordi-
nance/Animal Control-- was postponed to permit the Mayor to
participate in the discussion.

PETERSON BROTHERS DRILLING CO.
AWARDED BID FOR TEST PUMPING WELL

Mr. Hardy reported that bids were received for test
pumping the well at 1400 North near Viewmont High School and he
recommended that the bid be awarded to the low bidder, Peterson
Brothers Drilling Company, in the amount of $5,420.00.
Councilman Lawrence made a motion to this effect, Councilman
Shatter seconded the motion and voting was unanimous.

VARIOUS ORDINANCES ADOPTED

Mr. Hardy noted that the Council had recently discussed
and approved several ordinance amendments and he requested that
Mr. Forbes review the amended ordinances which were prepared
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for Council action this evening. Following Mr. Forbes review,
each ordinance was approved as follows:

ORD. NO. 84-9, "AN ORDINANCE AMENDING TITLE III, CHAPTER,
2, SECTION 111, OF THE REVISED ORDINANCES OF BOUNTIFUL, UTAH,
1965, AS AMENDED, BY ADDING SUBSECTION (c) WHICH WILL PROVIDE
FOR THE PENALTY FOR THE LATE PAYMENT OF LICENSE FEES (alcohol
ordinance) . Councilman Shafter made the motion that Ord.
No. 84-9 be adopted and that authorization be given for the
Mayor and City Recorder to sign it. Councilman Hill seconded
the motion which carried unanimously.

ORD. NO. 84-10 ADOPTED RE: STREET VENDING

Ord. No. 84-10, "AN ORDINANCE AMENDING TITLE V, CHAPTER
10, OF THE REVISED ORDINANCES OF BOUNTIFUL, UTAH, 1965, AS
AMENDED, BY REQUIRING A REGISTRATION CERTIFICATE AND FEE FOR
THE SOLICITATION OF THE SALE OF GOODS, WARES AND MERCHANDISE IN
PUBLIC OR FROM HOUSE TO HOUSE AND REPEALING ALL ORDINANCES AND
PARTS THEREOF IN CONFLICT." (This amendment provided for
regulation of street vending). Councilman Sharp made the
motion that the ordinance be approved as reviewed and that
authorization be given for the Mayor and City Recorder to sign
it. Councilman Shafter seconded the motion and voting was
unanimous.

ORD. NO. 84-11 ADOPTED RE: PENALTY FOR LATE
PAYMENT OF AMUSEMENT DEVICE LICENSE FEES

Ord. No. 84-11, "AN ORDINANCE AMENDING TITLE X, CHAPTER
13, SECTION 5, OF THE REVISED ORDINANCES OF BOUNTIFUL, UTAH,
1965, AS AMENDED, BY PROVIDING FOR A PENALTY FOR THE LATE
PAYMENT OF FEES AND REPEALING ALL ORDINANCES AND PARTS THEREOF
IN CONFLICT THEREWITH." (Amusement Device Ordinance) Council-
man Lawrence made the motion that this ordinance be adopted and
authorization given for the Mayor and City Recorder to sign
it. Councilman Hill seconded the motion and voting was
unanimous.
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ORD. NO. 84-12 ADOPTED RE: SUSPENSION

AND REVOCATION OF BUSINESS LICENSES
Ord. No. 84-12, "AN ORDINANCE AMENDING TITLE V, CHAPTER

1, SECTION 16, OF THE REVISED ORDINANCES OF BOUNTIFUL, UTAH,
1965, AS AMENDED, BY PROVIDING FOR GROUNDS FOR SUSPENSION AND
REVOCATION OF BUSINESS LICENSES AND REPEALING ALL ORDINANCES
AND PARTS OF ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT THEREWITH." This ordinance
was unanimously adopted on a motion made by Councilman Hill
and seconded by Councilman Shafter and the Mayor and City
Recorder were authorized to sign it.

EXECUTIVE SESSION SCHEDULED
Councilman Lawrence made a motion that an executive
