Minutes of the regular meeting of the City Council held May 9, 1990 in the Council Chambers
of the City Hall, Bountiful, Utah.

Official Notice of this meeting had been given by posting a written notice of same and
an Agenda at the City Hall and providing copies to the following newspapers of general
circulation: Davis County Clipper, Deseret News, and Salt Lake Tribune.

Mayor Linnell called the meeting to order, following which Councilwoman Coon led the pledge
of allegiance to the f lag. The invocation was given by Councilwoman Holt-

Minutes of the regular meeting of the City Council held May 2, 1990 were presented and
unanimously approved as amended on a motion made by Councilwoman Holt and seconded by
Councilwoman Coon.

EXPENDITURES AND EXPENSES APPROVED FOR PERIOD APRIL 27-30, 1990 AND
SUMMARY FOR APRIL

Mr. Jenson presented the Expenditure and Expense Report for the Period April 27-30,
1990 in the amount of $236,380.71, noting one correction on the annotation.  He then
reviewed the Summary of Expenditures for April which totaled $2,028,958.12. Following a
brief discussion of the expenditures, Councilman Shafter made the motion that both reports be
accepted. Councilman Foy seconded the motion and voting was unanimous.

TENTATIVE 1990-91 BUDGET ADOPTED

Mr. Hardy presented the Tentative Budget for the 1990-91 fiscal year with revenues and
expenses balanced at $23,181,788.00. He emphasized that this budget is tentative and
subject to changes following discussion by the Council and input received at the public hearing.
He summarized that the proposed budget includes no increase in property tax or any other tax,
licenses or permits and does not contemplate an adjustment to water, sewer, cemetery,
recreation, or golf course fees; however, a 14 percent increase is included for the Light and
Power department. He reviewed the factors which necessitated the power rate increase, the
major
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one being an increase of 50 percent in the cost of power which the City must purchase.

Mr. Hardy recognized the efforts of Mr. Jenson in helping to prepare the budget and the support
and concurrence of the department heads in working together to achieve this budget. He then
made the following recommendations:

1. That the tentative budget (as presented) be adopted and a public hearing set for
June 13, 1990 at 7:30 to consider this budget;

2. That a special hearing be set for May 23, 1990 at 7:30 p.m. to consider the
proposed 14 percent power rate increase;

3. That a public hearing be set for June 13, 1990 at 8:00 p.m. for the purpose of
considering changes, increases, or decreases, in revenues and expenditures of the
1989-90 budget.

Councilwoman Holt noted that a request had been made by Councilman Shafter last year
to include the dollar amount of in-kind contributions to the arts; Mr. Hardy said that he will
include this information as a footnote in the legislative budget. Councilwoman Holt also asked
for a footnote to the Recreation budget which would identify the service costs in the 3-block
downtown area which would normally be handled by the Redevelopment Agency. Mr.
Hardy indicated that this cost information has not yet been summarized separately.

Councilman Shafter made a motion that the public hearings be scheduled as
recommended by Mr. Hardy. Councilwoman Coon seconded the motion and voting was
unanimous.

COUNCIL ADOPTS RES. NO. 90-1 APPROVING INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT

Chief Higgins reviewed that the City has participated with other law enforcement
agencies in Davis County in the past in a Narcotics Task Force and he briefly reviewed the
Agreement which has been in force in the past. Bountiful has elected to contribute an officer
rather than a sum of money (based at $.50 per capita/city). After a brief discussion of the
Agreement, Councilman Foy made the motion that the Council adopt Res. No. 90-1 which
provides for approval of the Agreement and gives authorization for the Mayor and City Recorder
to sign. Councilman Shafter seconded the motion. In response to a question from Councilwoman
Holt, Chief Higgins verified that this item is included in the proposed budget. VVoting on the
motion was unanimous.

PRELIMINARY APPROVAL GIVEN TO CONVENIENCE STORE-2193 SOUTH
ORCHARD DR.. RICK EGAN, OWNERLDEVELOPER

Mr. Boothe reviewed the site plan for the proposed convenience store at 2193 South
orchard Drive which is being developed by Rick Egan. There are existing buildings on the site,
one which will be demolished and one that will be remodeled and included in the new store. He
said it is the recommendation of the Planning Commission that preliminary approval be granted,
subject to the following conditions:
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Plans to be stamped by a licensed architect;

Plans to show a location map;

The tabulations of area, parking, landscaping to be shown;

Adjacent properties and physical features within 50 ft. to

be shown;

Proposed utilities to be shown;

Provisions for handicapped to be met with the separation of restrooms (one

upstairs, one downstairs);

7. The drainage plan does not provide for storm water detention on site. The
ordinance allows for payment of fee if approved by the Council. We would
recommend a fee of $2,100 per acre, or $612.00 for 0.292 acres be paid;

8. Final building plans to show what each of the two floors will be used for;

9. Landscape and sprinkler plan to be provided with final plans, and posting of a 5%
landscape bond;

10. Parking requirements to meet ordinance;

11. Concrete curb to be installed around perimeter of all asphalt and landscape areas.
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Following a brief discussion, Councilman Foy made the motion that preliminary approval be
granted to this request as recommended, Councilwoman Holt seconded the motion and voting
was unanimous.

COUNCIL APPROVES SITE PLAN FOR WOODS CROSS RESERVOIR

Mr. Hardy reviewed that the master plan for the Woods Cross water system includes the
need for additional storage, and in order to have the fall in elevation which is necessary, the city
of Woods Cross has selected a site on the south side of 2600 South, across the street from South
Davis Jr. High School. He said that he and Mr. Boothe have reviewed the proposed site plan as it
relates to landscaping, fencing, and screening and recommend approval. He also noted that the
proposed use fits in Bountiful's zoning ordinance. Eventually, two reservoirs are planned for this
location, with the second not being constructed for approximately ten years.

Mr. Hardy noted that there was concern about installation of the water line on 2600 South
Street, and Woods Cross has agreed to pay for a 1-inch overlay from South Davis Junior High to
the west city limits. Bountiful will compact the trench prior to the overlay being done.
Councilman Shafter suggested that the compacting be done one year and the overlay the next
year to allow for settling. He also asked if a public hearing is necessary and Mr. Hardy stated
that it is a permitted use on this property (with an existing reservoir presently at the site).
Councilman Foy made a motion to approve the site plan for the proposed Woods Cross reservoir
as presented, Councilwoman Holt seconded the motion and voting was unanimous.

REVIEW OF GENERAL FUND AND CAPITAL IMPROVEMENTS FUND BUDGETS-
TENTATIVE 1990-91 BUDGET

Mr. Hardy reviewed the Tentative 1990-91 Budget, beginning with page 3, General Fund
Revenue. He pointed out that there is no property tax increase; however, there is a slight
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increase in Sales and Use Taxes due to the effect of redistribution recently enacted by the
legislature. He noted, also, an increase in franchise tax as a result of the proposed increase for
power. The increase for power also results in an increase to the amount of revenue contributed to
the General Fund. There are no other significant increases.

The Capital Improvements Fund revenue includes $250,000 from the Unspent from
Prior Year Fund to go toward the purchase of a new aerial ladder truck (approximately 1/2 the
cost of the truck). If the site plan and elevations for the proposed maintenance facility at 200
West are available for the June public hearing, there is a possibility that additional funds will be
taken from the Unspent from Prior Year Fund to commence that project. (Neither expenses or
revenue for that project are included in this tentative budget).

Mr. Hardy pointed out proposed increases in each general fund account noting a
proposed salary increase for the councilmembers (there has been no increase since 1982 and it is
proposed that they be changed f rom $3 0 0 to $ 5 0 0 per month) .There is no proposed increase
for the mayor's salary.  Legislative capital includes $45,000 for city entrance signs and
$225,000 for the downtown project. Code Enforcement has been increased from $11,000 to
$39,000 to provide for local financing of animal control services (contracted through Davis
County). There are no major changes in the Legal, Executive, Information Systems,
Administrative, or General Government Buildings funds; however the Police budget anticipates
a new K-9 program projected to cost $13,880.00.

The Fire Department shows no change in personnel; however, $250,000 is included in the
Capital budget representing 1/2 the cost of a new aerial ladder truck. It was mentioned that
originally Bountiful had hoped to participate with the County in this expenditure; however, the
County has elected to purchase independent of the City. There are no major changes to the
Street Lighting budget. The Streets, Capital fund anticipates three major projects--400 North
from Davis Blvd. to 1250 East; 500 South from 100 to 400 East; and Davis Boulevard across
Hooper Draw (3400 to 3600 South).

An increase is included in the Engineering Salaries (temporary employees) category has
been included to provide for examination of the sidewalks and curb and gutter throughout the
city to determine where repairs need to be made. A proposal will be brought to the Council next
year for a city-wide improvement district to upgrade concrete improvements (in an effort to
reduce litigation against the city). This program will take place over a 4-year period. Other areas
of the budget reflect no major changes (except for the power rate increase discussed above) . Mr.
Hardy noted that each Council committee has reviewed their respective budgets in detail and
modifications have been made to the original budgets submitted by the department heads. He
reviewed that a public hearing will be held May 23rd to consider the proposed power rate
increase and on June 13th to consider the 1990-91 budget in total.

MISCELLANEOUS FROM MAYOR
For the benefit of the press, Mayor Linnell clarified that the Council has not violated the
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opening meetings law. Inasmuch as Bountiful is in litigation with the Federal Energy



Regulatory Commission (FERC) regarding the Kern River pipeline, discussion of this matter is
proper in closed meeting. He clarified also that all decisions made by the Council are done in
open meeting.

EXECUTIVE SESSION SCHEDULED

At the request of the mayor, an executive session to discuss the acquisition of property,
and personnel was unanimously approved on a motion made by Councilman Shafter and
seconded by Councilman Foy.

The meeting adjourned at 8:01 p.m.
