
 Minutes of the regular meeting of the City Council held February 6, 1991 at 7:15 p.m. in 
the Council Chambers of the City Hall, Bountiful, Utah, following a "table-top exercise" (held in 
the Planning Conference Room at 6:30 p.m) to review and test the City's Emergency 
Preparedness Communications and Command Systems.

 Official Notice of this meeting had been given by posting a written notice of same and an 
Agenda at the City Hall and providing copies to the following newspapers of general circulation: 
Davis County Clipper, Deseret News, and Salt Lake Tribune.  
 
 Mayor Linnell called the meeting to order, following which Brian Beck, Cub Scout from 
Troop 3349, led the pledge of allegiance to the f lag.    The invocation was given by Councilman 
Shafter, following which a moment of silence was given in respect for and recognition of Lance 
Cpl. Dion J. Stephenson, a Bountiful serviceman recently killed in the Persian Gulf.  
 
MONDAY, FEBRUARY 11, 1991 PROCLAIMED "DION JAMES STEPHENSON DAY"  
 Mayor Linnell read an official Proclamation honoring Lance Corporal Dion James 
Stephenson of the United States Marine Corps, a Bountiful resident who was killed in the line of 
duty along the Kuwait-Saudi Arabian border on January 30, 1991--the first casualty from Utah in 
Operation Desert Storm.  The proclamation praised Stephenson for his exceptional values, 
courage, and commitment and ordered that the United States flag fly at half staff at all City 
facilities on Monday, February 11th, in honor of L.Cpl. Stephenson. Citizens, businesses, and 
governmental institutions were likewise encouraged to fly flags at half staff and deepest 
condolences were extended to the James and Geri Stephenson family.  
 
APPROVAL OF MINUTES  
 Minutes of the regular meeting of the City Council held January 23, 1991 were presented 
and unanimously approved as corrected on a motion made by Councilman Shafter and seconded  
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by Councilman Foy. 
 
 Mayor Linnell then welcomed the visiting Boy Scouts and gave a brief introduction of 
the elected officials and staff and their corresponding responsibilities.  
 
EXPENDITURES AND EXPENSES APPROVED  
 Mr. Jenson reviewed the Expenditure and Expense Reports f or the periods January 18-
24, 1991 ($372,388.18) and January 25-29, 1991 ($39,397.66). He noted corrections to the 
annotation on the report of the 18th to 24th, following which both reports were unanimously 
approved on a motion made by Councilwoman Holt and seconded by Councilman Foy.  
 
COUNCIL APPROVES PARTICIPATION WITH UAMPS IN STUDY RE: POSSIBLE 
OWNERSHIP INTEREST IN NEW MEXICO POWER UNIT  
 Mr. Michaelis reported that Utah Associated Municipal Power Systems (UAMPS) has 
received a power supply offer from the Public Service Company of New Mexico (PNM), for an 
asset purchase in their San Juan Unit #4. UAMPS is recommending that its members look at this 
offer and it is the recommendation of the Power Commission and staff that approval be given to 
participate in the study at a cost of $500.00 to the City.    Councilman Shafter made a motion of 
approval as recommended, Councilwoman Holt seconded the motion and voting was unanimous.  
 
APPROVAL GIVEN FOR CITY TO PARTICIPATE IN STUDY RE: PURCHASE OF 
OWNERSHIP INTEREST IN SOUTHWEST TRANSMISSION LINE  
 Mr. Michaelis reported that UAMPS has an option to purchase 54 MW in the Southwest 
Transmission Line, a power line which connects Mona to Central Utah. He said that this 
ownership would provide the possibility of lower transmission costs for UAMPS (of which 
BCL&P is a member) .   The total cost of the study would be $10, 000, with Bountiful's portion 
being $500.00. It is the recommendation of the Power Commission and staf f that participation in 
this study be approved.    Councilman Shafter made a motion to this effect, Councilman Foy 
seconded the motion and voting was unanimous.  
 
PROPOSAL FROM SSR ENGINEERS APPROVED FOR ENGINEERING SERVICES FOR 
CENTRAL SUB REBUILD DESIGN  
 Mr. Michaelis reported that inasmuch as the Central Substation has not had major repair 
or renovation for 25 years and it is under- designed for the capacity which is presently required, 
it is proposed that the Substation be upgraded. Requests for proposals were sent to five 
engineering companies experienced in substation design and construction management for 
electrical utilities. Proposals were received from all companies and in a selection process by the 
city staff and the Power Commission, it is recommended that SSR Engineers, with an office in 
Salt Lake City, be selected to complete the first phase of the work at a cost not to exceed 
$26,196.00.    Councilman Shafter reported on the selection process from Power Commission 
meeting and then made a motion to accept the proposal from SSR. Councilwoman Holt seconded 
the motion which carried unanimously.  
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MISCELLANEOUS POWER DEPT. MATTERS  
 Mayor Linnell referred to the packet of materials which is furnished to him and the 
Council prior to Power Commission meetings and he suggested that instead of sending a 
complete packet (as prepared for the Power Commissioners) that it would be adequate for the 
Council and Mayor to receive only an Agenda and a copy of the minutes.    If any of the 
Councilpersons would like additional materials, they should request it from Mr. Michaelis.  

  
 Councilman Shafter reported that Vaughn Bate has resigned from the Power Commission 
after 14 years of service and he will be recognized in the Power Commission meeting on 
February 12th. The Council and Mayor were given a special invitation to attend that meeting.  
Councilman Foy complimented Mr. Michaelis on his recent election as Vice-president of the 
UAMPS Board of Directors.      UAMPS is composed of 34 municipal power companies and 
assists in providing a major part of the city's power resources.  
 
WETLANDS PERMIT FOR BOUNTIFUL SANITARY LANDFILL APPROVED  
 Mr. Balling reviewed that Bountiful has the responsibility for maintenance and operation 
of the Bountiful Sanitary Landfill (formerly called the BARD) and  in connection with this 
responsibility, has been working for the past year to obtain a wetlands permit. This permit would 
allow the use of an adjoining 83 acres of city-owned land for relocation of Barton/Stone Creek 
and use of the land for final cover material for the landfill.   He reviewed the permit issued by the 
Army Corps of Engineers and the attached conditions and stated that it is staff recommendation 
that this permit be approved.  
 
 Councilman Shafter made a motion for approval of the permit, as recommended, with 
authorization for the Mayor to sign.  Councilman Foy seconded the motion.   Councilwoman 
Coon asked if any environmental studies had been done as it relates to the permit.   Mr. Balling 
stated that the Corps and the State Department of Natural Resources have both researched the 
issue and state that the proposed use of the property will enhance and help the Farmington Bay 
Refuge area for wildlife and that the study should be available through those offices.     The 
motion carried by a majority with Councilwoman Coon voting "nay". She said she would prefer 
to see a written copy of the environmental studies prior to acting on this matter.  
 
RELEASE OF LIEN APPROVED FOR LEE'S CAPE  
 Mr. Balling explained that in 1953 a lien was placed on the property owned by Lee's Cafe 
for the purpose of guaranteeing that the City would be paid when the connection was made to the 
City sewer system.  The sewer connection was made 30 years ago and the release of the lien was 
inadvertently not done.   It is the staff recommendation that the lien be released at this   time and 
the Mayor authorized to sign the release.   Councilman Foy made a motion to this effect, 
Councilman Shafter seconded the motion and voting was unanimous.  
 
COUNCIL APPROVES PREPARATION OF PLANS FOR INSTALLATION OF NEW 
GENERATOR FOR CITY HALL  
 Mr. Balling reported that, subsequent to direction from the Council, a preliminary study  
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was performed to monitor the power loads of the City Hall building and a determination was 



made as to the size of generator which would be needed to back up the City Hall power system 
in the event of an emergency. He reviewed the needs which would be addressed during an 
emergency and said it is the recommendation of the staff that the Council accept the fee proposal 
of Akbar Matinkhah for $3,500 to prepare plans and specifications for the installation of an 
emergency generator at City Hall and authorize Mr. Matinkhah to proceed in preparation of final 
plans and specifications and bidding of the project.  
 
 Mr. Balling stated that the cost estimate of the project is $51,500 (approximately twice 
the amount included in the budget) ; however, it is felt that this is necessary to accommodate the 
emergency command center in the event of a prolonged power outage. Mr. Hardy stated that 
funds are available in the Capital Improvements--Capital Contingency account.    Following 
discussion, Councilman Shafter made a motion for approval, as recommended. Councilwoman 
Holt seconded the motion and voting was unanimous.  
 
APPROVAL GIVEN TO PARTICIPATE IN CONSTRUCTION OF DEBRIS AND 
DETENTION BASIN IN NORTHEAST AREA OF CITY  
 Mr. Balling reported that the Corps of Engineers, together with the Federal Emergency 
Management Agency, have completed a new flood zone map for the city which gives an 
insurance benefit to residents who previously had been classified in a flood zone. He said that 
the flood control projects completed since 1983 (including basins and the concrete-lined 
channels) have limited the flood zone areas to the channel area only. Two areas which were not 
addressed as a result of the 1983 flooding were the North Fork of Stone Creek and Dry Hollow 
No. 2 Creek. Both of these areas are subject to flooding from high intensity storms, and it is 
proposed that a debris and detention basin be constructed on the North Fork of Stone Creek to 
give protection to the downstream property owners (approximately 180 homes).  
 
 Mr. Balling explained that last fall preliminary approval was granted to the Eagles 
Landing Subdivision in this area and the developers of this subdivision have agreed to 
participate in construction of the storm drain improvements. He reviewed a letter which was sent 
to Davis County requesting their assistance in this project and he requested that the Council give 
support to the request to try to obtain County Flood Control Funds in the estimated amount of 
$85,500.00 and approve the City to work with the developers to construct the basin. (The 
estimated total cost of the project is $127,500, and in fulfillment of the developer's requirement 
to provide storm detention on their property, they would be responsible for $42,000 of the 
project).  
 
 Discussion followed regarding financing of the project and Councilwoman Holt 
suggested that we get a commitment from the County before approving the project.     Mr. 
Balling requested that he be given authority to go ahead and approach the County and he noted  
that any further arrangements will be brought before the Council for their approval. 
Councilwoman Holt made a motion to authorize staff to work with the County in obtaining the 
necessary funding to do the work on the area as explained above. Councilman Foy seconded the 
motion which carried by a majority. Councilwoman Coon voted "nay" stating that she would like  
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a commitment from the County before the City takes any action.  



 
CLASS A BEER LICENSE APPROVED FOR FOUR STAR ENTERPRISES - 380 NORTH 
500 WEST  
 Mr. Mahan reviewed the action of the Council two weeks ago regarding three matters 
related to Class "All beer licenses, one of those being a request for a Class "All beer license by 
Four Star Enterprises, 380 North 500 West (formerly Hardy, Enterprises). He noted that beer has 
not been sold at this establishment since January 7th when he and the Chief of Police approached 
the management and informed them that, as a store with new ownership, they did not have a 
valid license. In the January 23rd meeting, the Council tabled the request for a new license until 
this evening. Mr. Mahan said it is his and Chief Higgins' recommendation that the Class "All 
beer license application be approved. Councilman Shafter made a motion to this effect, 
Councilman Foy seconded the motion and voting was unanimous.  
 
CLASS I'D" BEER LICENSE APPROVED FOR MANDARIN RESTAURANT, 360 EAST 900 
NORTH  
 Mr. Hardy reported that it is the staff recommendation to approve the application of the 
Mandarin Restaurant, 360 East 900 North, for a Class I'D" beer license.    Councilman Shafter 
made a motion for approval and Councilman Foy seconded the motion.        In response to 
Councilman Foy's request, Mr. Hardy explained that this license permits consumption on the 
premises. Voting on the motion was unanimous.  
 
DISCUSSION RE: ALLEGATIONS OF CORRUPTION, KERN RIVER PIPELINE  
 Mayor Linnell explained that he had placed this item on the Agenda to give 
Councilwoman Coon the opportunity to disclose the corruption to which she referred in a recent 
newspaper article regarding the Kern River Pipeline.   Councilwoman Coon read a position 
statement which indicated that she had not named any specific government entitity nor 
individual and she would not disclose any information until she was ready. She also indicated 
that she had nothing to apologize for.  
 
 The Mayor and other councilpersons expressed concern that the integrity of them, as 
individuals, and the community government had been questioned and suggested that "corrupt" 
was a poor choice of words.  
 
EXECUTIVE SESSION APPROVED  
 At the request of the Mayor, Councilman Shafter made a motion for approval of an 
executive session for the purpose of discussing the acquisition of real property.      Councilman 
Foy seconded the motion which carried unanimously.
