Minutes of the regular meeting of the City Council held December 9, 1992 at 7:00 p.m. in
the Council Chambers of the City Hall, Bountiful, Utah.

Official Notice of this meeting had been given by posting a written notice of same and an
Agenda at the City Hall and providing copies to the following newspapers of general circulation:
Davis County Clipper, Deseret News, and Salt Lake Tribune.

Mayor Linnell called the meeting to order, following which Councilwoman Holt led the
pledge of allegiance to the flag. The invocation was given by Councilman Cushing.

Minutes of the regular meeting of the City Council held December 2, 1992 were
presented and unanimously approved as written on a motion made by Councilwoman Holt and
seconded by Councilman Cushing.

EXPENDITURES AND EXPENSES APPROVED
FOR TWO NOVEMBER PERIODS

Mr. Jenson presented the Expenditure and Expense Report for the Period November 21-
30, 1992 in the amount of $375,167.70 and the Summary of Expenditures for November, 1992
totaling $2,336,246.32. The staff responded to questions from the council, following which both
expenditure reports were approved as presented on a motion made by Councilman Shafter and
seconded by Councilman Foy.

VISITING BOY SCOUTS RECOGNIZED
At this time, the Mayor recognized the visiting Boy Scouts and reviewed information
with them which is needed to earn their citizenship merit badges.

ANIMAL CONTROL ORDINANCE DISCUSSED:
TABLED FOR FURTHER STUDY

Mayor Linnell noted that the proposed animal control ordinance which is before the
Council has had several changes from the document which was approved last year. This item




was discussed at length at the recent COG meeting and several mayors have serious concerns
about the proposed ordinance. He noted that some cities in Davis County provide their own
animal control services; however, it is felt that the cities who will be served by the County
should

have uniform service. Councilman Cushing and Councilwoman Holt noted that they have several
questions regarding the proposed ordinance, and Mr. Mahan recommended that no action be
taken until the ordinance can be studied and all questions are answered. Councilwoman Holt
made a motion to table action on this matter to provide further study. Councilman Cushing
seconded the motion and voting was unanimous.

ANNEXATION RESOLUTION ADOPTED -VAL VERDA AREA

Mr. Balling referred to the annexation hearing which was held last week and stated that
during this past week many of the individuals who had removed their names f rom the petition
have come back and re-signed the petition requesting that the area from 3100 to 3400 South and
Orchard to Davis Boulevard be annexed into the City of Bountiful. The added signatures brings
the percentage favoring annexation to 56.5%.

Based on the action of the Council last week and the majority of property owners
desirous of annexation, Councilman Cushing made a motion that Resolution No. 92-23,
RESOLUTION
DECLARING THE ANNEXATION OF TERRITORY TO THE MUNICIPALITY OF
BOUNTIFUL, be adopted and that the Mayor and City Recorder be authorized to sign it.
Councilman Shafter seconded the motion and voting was unanimous.

LAND USE LICENSE AGREEMENT RE: BWSD WELL
APPROVED (CONTRACT NO. 2-LLM-41-01040)

Mr. Wilding explained that one of the requirements for State Health approval of
Bountiful's plans to convert the well acquired from Bountiful Water Subconservancy District
from irrigation use to culinary use is to provide the State with evidence that Bountiful can control
land use around the well in order to protect its water from contamination. This involved
obtaining land use agreements from all land owners within a 100-ft. radius of the well (three
owners, one being the United States government) . The two home owners have provided an
easement to the city. However, since it is difficult to obtain easements from the Federal
Government, the State accepts license agreements as a means of land use control.

He reviewed the proposed land use agreement, stating that it requires no monetary
consideration and includes a renewal provision. He stated that Mr. Mahan has reviewed the
agreement and recommends that it be approved. Councilman Shafter made a motion to accept the
land use agreement with the US government. Councilman Foy seconded the motion and voting
was unanimous.

INTERLOCAL AGREEMENT WITH DAVIS COUNTY
SCHOOL DISTRICT 48 APPROVED - USE OF FACILITIES

Mr. Jenkins reported that the City has had a good working exchange agreement with the
Davis County School District regarding recreational facilities. The School District is desirous of
standardizing the arrangements they have with all cities and have presented an Interlocal




Cooperation Agreement. Mr. Jenkins stated that he has reviewed the Agreement and that its
acceptance will not affect the budget or the recreation programs presently in place in Bountiful.
In response to a question from Councilman Cushing, Mr. Jenkins stated that the Agreement was
developed solely f or the purpose of the School District wanting to treat all cities alike.
Councilman Foy made a motion that the City enter into the Interlocal Cooperation Agreement
with the School District as presented. Councilman Cushing seconded the motion and voting was
unanimous.

With all business handled except the 7:30 p.m. public hearing, the meeting recessed for a
ten-minute break.

PUBLIC HEARING TO REVIEW PROPOSED STREET IMPROVEMENTS--400
EAST FROM 500 SOUTH TO 400 NORTH

Mr. Balling stated that the purpose of this hearing is to explain to the property owners the
proposed street improvements on 400 East between 500 South and 400 North. Letters were sent
to 56 property owners, inviting them to attend this meeting. He said the 9-block project will
consist of the following:

1. Removal of all overhead power, telephone, and cable TV lines and placing them
underground;

2. Construction of a new storm drain between 500 South and 200 South;

3. Replacement of all concrete improvements (sidewalks, curb and gutter) on both sides
of the street;

4. Removal of the existing asphalt street surface;
5. Construction of a 7-inch concrete street surface;

6. Repair of sprinkler systems that may be damaged on the private property side of the
project during the course of this construction.

7. Reconstruction of driveways and sidewalk that tie to the existing sidewalk and street.

8. Installation of grass on the park strip, and restoration of landscaping on private
property which may be damaged during the project.

9. Installation of street lights similar to those on Orchard Drive south of 500 South.

He said that the finished street will have five traffic lanes (three ten-ft. lanes and two
nine-ft. outside lanes). He said that the two outside lanes will be used for parking until the
warrant is met requiring them for traffic flow. The cost of this project will be approximately
$735,000, plus the expenses to relocate the utilities. This amount has been included in the
current budget. He mentioned that the Orchard Drive project was partially funded with federal
funds; however, there are no outside funds for this project.



The City will pay all costs of the project and the property owners are being asked to give
the City a 7-ft. wide utility easement. It is hoped that the project can begin this next year.
Property owners were asked to approve the granting of an easement in support of the project.

Mr. Balling explained that the project will be divided into three 3-block segments, with
the street being closed to vehicular traffic (during daytime working hours) for approximately 6
weeks/section while that portion of the work is being done. There will be an overlap of
approximately 1 week between each section when the street will be closed to allow the concrete
to cure. The construction schedule will be specified in the contract and will focus on not causing
any more inconvenience to the residents than is necessary. Mr. Balling reviewed other details of
the project and referred to a plan layout which was posted on both sides of the council chambers.
Members of the Engineering Department staff were in attendance to assist interested persons in
getting a better understanding of how the project will affect their individual properties.

Citizens in attendance asked questions regarding the street elevation, the location and
kinds of lines which would be put underground, responsibility for sidewalk snow removal,
safety,
and landscape and site changes for specific properties. Mr. Balling responded to these and other
questions and invited the citizens to visit further with staff members if they had additional
concerns regarding their property.

The meeting adjourned at 8:39 p.m. on a motion made and seconded by Councilman
Cushing and Councilwoman Holt, respectively.
