Official notice of this meeting had been given by posting a written notice of same and an Agenda at the City Hall 
and providing copies to the following newspapers of general circulation: Davis County Clipper, Deseret News, and Salt 
Lake Tribune. 
 

Mayor Cushing called the meeting to order, following which Russell Mahan led the pledge of allegiance to the 
flag. The invocation was given by Arden Jenson. 
 

Minutes of the regular meeting of the City Council held May 25, 1994 were presented and unanimously approved 
as corrected on a motion made by Councilman Moore and seconded by Councilman Shafter. 
 
EXPENDITURES AND EXPENSES APPROVED 
FOR PERIOD MAY 20-26.1994 

Mr. Jenson presented the Expenditure and Expense Report for the period May 20-26, 1994 in the amount of 
$342,046.57. After a brief discussion by the Council, these expenditures were approved by unanimous vote on a motion 
made by Councilman Fowler and seconded by Councilman Shafter. 
 
HEARING SET FOR ORDER TO SHOW CAUSE 

Mr. Barneck reviewed the policy of the former City Council to consider suspending a beer license for 30 days 
when a store sells beer to minors on two out of three compliance checks made by the Police Department once each quarter 
on a date unknown to license holders. During the compliance checks made on November 16, 1993 and May 17, 1994, 
beer was sold to minors at the Maverick Country Store located at 1500 South Main Street, and on March 22, 1994 and 
May 17, 1994 beer was sold to minors at Andy's Self Service, Inc., 1265 South 500 West. Warning citations were issued 
and both stores have been informed in writing that a hearing will be set. 
 

On a motion made by Councilman Shafter and seconded by Councilman Moore, unanimous approval was given 
to authorize the mayor to issue an Order to Show Cause for a hearing to be held on June 22, 1994 at 7 o'clock p.m. or as 
soon thereafter as possible to consider suspending the beer licenses of Maverick Country Store and Andy's Self Service, 
Inc. for a period of 30 days. 

 
AUTHORIZATION GIVEN TO NEGOTIATE PRICE 
FOR SALE OF EXCESS PROPERTY ALONG EAST SIDE OF 
TWIN HOLLOW SUBDIVISION 

Jack Balling reported that in 1972 Bountiful City acquired land from the Forest Service through a land exchange 
to construct a city park at 900 East and 1300 North, known as "Cheese Park". When the land was deeded to the City, the 
boundary followed government boundary lines, which left a strip of land about 50 feet wide along the east side of the 
Twin Hollow Subdivision. This land was surveyed for the purpose of selling the excess property to the adjacent land 



owners, and they were given permission to use it. It is located on the south side of the ravine and does not tie into the 
park, and there was no future use for it anticipated by the city. 
 

Mr. Werner Ruernmele, owner of Lot 10, has now made a request to purchase the excess property behind his lot, 
consisting of .0955 acres. He is the only owner who has made an offer at this time, and no price has been set, but Mr. 
Hardy proposed the City could ask between $.50 and $1.00 per square foot. Councilman Shafter suggested that the asking 
price should be so economical that all adjacent owners would want to take advantage of the offer. Mr. Balling thought 
perhaps $.50 is too high, and it was agreed that he and Tom Hardy would meet with the property owners to come up with 
a reasonable price which is fair and realistic to all concerned, and report their proposal back to the Council. Obviously, the 
cost should be much less than that paid for housing property because of the steepness of the slope. 
 

Councilman Shafter made a motion to authorize Mr. Balling and Mr. Hardy to negotiate a reasonable price for the 
sale of the excess property. Councilman Fowler seconded the motion and the voting was unanimous. 
 
CONCEPTUAL AND PRELIMINARY APPROVAL GIVEN 
FOR JOHNSON-MURRAY SUBDIVISION 

This item was tabled by the City Council on April 20 until a second access could be assured. Robert Johnson, one 
of the developers, was present at the meeting. The proposed subdivision contains 5 lots and is located at approximately 
250 North and 1400 East. Now that the extension of Bountiful Boulevard is assured, the subdivision will have two access 
routes as required. The street grade on 250 North is 14.3%, which exceeds the 12% required by ordinance. However, it is 
less than the 15% grade which the Council may allow, and since there will be another available access from Bountiful 
Boulevard which is less than 12% grade, the exception should be granted. Staff recommends that the conceptual and 
preliminary approval be granted subject to the following conditions: 
 
 1.  Exception to the street grade be approved to 14.3% grade 
 
 2.  Walk and curb and gutter be required along the east side of Lot 3. 
 
 3.  Moss Hill Drive be dedicated and improved from 250 North to 
 

Bountiful Boulevard, including the dedication of a small triangular 
portion of Bountiful Boulevard. 

 
The sidewalk along the east of Moss Hill Drive that will be dedicated shall not be required by this developer. The City 
will require the sidewalk when the property to the east develops. 
 
5. The City will provide for the drainage and curb returns on Bountiful Boulevard. 
 
 Approval was given by the Planning Commission on April 5, 1994. 
 

By unanimous vote, the Council granted conceptual and preliminary approval as recommended on a motion made 
by Councilman Moore, seconded by Councilman Shafter. 
 
SITE PLAN APPROVAL AMENDED FOR 
DAVIS SCHOOLS CREDIT UNION ADDITION 

Site plan approval was granted at last week's meeting with the understanding that the architect, Brent Hilton (who 
was present at this meeting) would work to resolve a property dispute to allow for an emergency access lane. Blaine 
Gehring reported that City Fire Marshall Mike Barfuss has met with Mr. Hilton and it was determined that the property 
discrepancy has been settled so the necessary fire and bypass lane can be provided. It is therefore recommended that the 
site plan approval which was given last week be amended to allow the third teller machine to remain open for service. A 
motion to this effect was made by Councilman Fowler, seconded by Councilman Moore, and the voting was unanimous. 
 

Mr. Balling voiced concern that the canopy would extend too far out and could be hit by emergency equipment in 



the accessway, but he was assured by Mr. Hilton that it could be cut back to a point where it would not be an obstruction. 
 
ORDINANCE ADOPTED MAKING CHANGES TO 
CHAPTERS 7 AND 8 OF ZONING ORDINANCE 

A public hearing was held on May 25, 1994 to consider changes to Chapter 7 and 8 of the Zoning Ordinance, 
relating to development standards for PUD's. The changes were approved by the Council, but the ordinance had not been 
prepared at that time. Councilman Shafter made a motion that Ordinance No. 94-11 enacting these changes be adopted. 
Following a second by Councilman Fowler, the voting was unanimous. 
 
APPOINTMENTS TO PLANNING COMMISSION AND 
BOARD OF ADJUSTMENT CONFIRMED 

Referring to a memo sent to the Council members, Mayor Cushing reiterated that the terms of three members of 
the Planning Commission (Jeff Chretien, Kathi Izatt, and Mick Johnson) and two members of the Board of Adjustment 
(R. Kirk Heaton and Francis Spencer) expire on July 1 of this year. He has written to each of them, expressing 
appreciation for their years of service to the city. Term of service on the Planning Commission is 4 years, and on the 
Board of Adjustment it is 5 years. 

 
Earlier this year Verlon Duncan and Dean Thurgood were selected to act as alternate members of the Board of 

Adjustment to assure that a quorum would always be present at the meetings. They have now been asked to continue their 
service as permanent members of the Board of Adjustment, beginning July 1, 1994. It is also recommended that Michael 
Sant and Sydnie Shurtliff serve as alternates on the Board of Adjustment, beginning July 1, 1994. Mayor Cushing also 
recommended that Dean Jolley, Lois Williams, and Ken Cutler be appointed to serve on the Planning Commission for a 
four-year term beginning July 1, 1994. Personal profiles had been provided to the Council members for their review. 
 

A motion was made by Councilman Moore to confirm these recommendations and make the appointments 
effective July 1, 1994, seconded by Councilman Shafter, and the voting was unanimous. 
 
MISCELLANEOUS REPORTS 

Tom Hardy reported that construction on the 400 East Bountiful Boulevard Park is now under way, and Jack 
Balling reported that they began work today on the 400 North extension, along with other road repairs and 
improvements. Harold Shafter said that the 5th South 5th West traffic light is on line and should have been started today. 
Bill Moore, as well as the Mayor, commented on the Bountiful Cemetery and complimented the staff who had worked so 
hard to make it look nice for Memorial Day. 
 

Harold Shafter, representing the Power Commission, reported that the San Juan Power Project purchase should 
close today or tomorrow, and that it will prove to be a valuable asset to the City. Bill Moore acknowledged the Power 
Department for their efficiency in handling power outages and service to the citizens, and Mayor Cushing commended the 
Commission for their expertise and valuable leadership. Tom Hardy reported that Bountiful City had sent two crews and 
trucks to Provo to help put their system back together and restore the electrical power which was knocked out by 
Tuesday's severe storm. Other cities helped Bountiful during the floods of 1983, and it is good that they can work together 
in times of crisis. 
 

The meeting adjourned at 7:48 p.m. on a motion made by Councilman Shafter and seconded by Councilman 
Fowler.
