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Minutes of the regular meeting of the City Council held October 22, 1997 at 7:00 p.m.

Mayor Cushing called the meeting to order, following which he led the pledge of
allegiance to the flag. The invocation was offered by Councilwoman Hardy.

Minutes of the regular meeting of the City Council held October 15, 1997 were
presented and unanimously approved as corrected on a motion made by Councilman Shafter and
seconded by Councilwoman Hardy.

EXPENDITURES AND EXPENSES APPROVED
FOR PERIOD OCTOBER 1-16, 1997

Mr. Jenson presented the Expenditure and Expense Report for the Period October 1-16,
1997 in the amount of $215,418.67. Following a brief review, these expenditures were
unanimously approved on a motion made by Councilwoman Holt and seconded by Councilman
Shafter.

GALEN RASMUSSEN PRESENTED CERTIFIED
MUNICIPAL FINANCE ADMINISTRATOR AWARD

Mayor Cushing reported that Galen Rasmussen is one of 54 city treasurers in the
United States and Canada who has earned the Certified Municipal Finance Administrators
(CMFA) award. The basis for the award is a combination of work completed and experience.
The Mayor recognized that Mr. Rasmussen has demonstrated a strong knowledge in public
finance and stated that his performance has been exemplary. He presented Mr. Rasmussen with
a plaque in recognition of this achievement and thanked him for his outstanding service to the
City.

COUNCIL CONSIDERS ORDER TO SHOW
CAUSE - SMITH’S FOOD KING; BEER LICENSE SUSPENDED
Mr. Ynchausti reviewed that employees of Smith’s Food King (2399 South Main)
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(C.C. minutes October 22, 1997)

violated the law on March 26, 1977 and September 29, 1977 by selling alcohol to a minor. It has
been the policy of the City Council in the past to suspend the beer license of a business if it fails
two of three consecutive compliance checks. He referred to a memo which gave the facts and
history of Smith’s Food King and recommended that their beer license be suspended for 30 days,
to commence at 12:01 a.m. on Friday, October 21, 1997 and end at 12:01 a.m. on November 23,
1997.

Corporate personnel from Smith’s were in attendance and Joe Judd, District Manager,
spoke on behalf of Smith’s. He stated that it is not the intent of Smith’s to sell beer to minors
and he reviewed the procedure that he followed in training new clerks. He also reviewed the
disciplinary measures which were taken with the employees who made the sales. Following
discussion, Councilman Shafter made a motion to suspend the license for 30 days, as
recommended. Councilman Johnson seconded the motion and voting was unanimous.

PUBLIC HEARING TO CONSIDER ZONING
ORDINANCE RE: GROUP HOMES

Mr. Gehring reviewed that the 1997 Utah Legislature passed a bill which requires cities
to adopt an ordinance which will allow group homes for the disabled in all residential areas as a
permitted use. He explained that the existing ordinance allows such homes as permitted uses in
all residential zones, except R-1 zones where they are conditional uses. The ordinance needs to
be amended to permit group homes for the disabled as a permitted use in all residential zones
and it also needs to better define the process for approving such homes for the disabled and
elderly. An ordinance has been drafted to accomplish these objectives and it is the
recommendation of staff and the Planning Commission that it be approved.

At 7: 24 p.m. Mayor Cushing opened the public hearing to consider amending the
ordinance as explained by Mr. Gehring. There were no public comments and the hearing was
closed. Councilman Johnson made a motion to adopt Ord. No. 97-31 entitled AN ORDINANCE
AMENDING THE BOUNTIFUL ZONING ORDINANCE TO PROVIDE GUIDELINES FOR
RESIDENTIAL FACILITIES FOR ELDERLY PERSONS AND RESIDENCES FOR
PERSONS WITH A DISABILITY. Councilman Fowler seconded the motion and voting was
unanimous.

REVIEW OF RICHARDSON HOME - GRANADA DRIVE

Mayor Cushing reviewed that while the Council was on a field trip last week regarding
a separate issue, the matter of the unfinished Carl Richardson home on Granada Drive came up.
As a result, Mr. Rowland and Bob Farnes, building inspector, toured the home with Mr.
Richardson. Mr. Rowland reported progress which has been made since the City last inspected
the home. He also reported that he asked Mr. Richardson what his plans are for finishing the
home and if there was anything which the City could do to expedite this project. Mr. Richardson
indicated that he and his wife would like to be in the home one year from now. He will be doing
interior work during the winter. The Council briefly discussed alternate ways of handling this
situation, following which the Mayor thanked Mr. Rowland for his report.

COUNCIL COMMITTEE REPORTS
Mr. Hardy reported that the hazardous waste collection project which was conducted
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(C.C. minutes October 22, 1997)

this past week was the largest collection to date. He said there was a huge amount of paint and
alternatives to disposal are being considered.

Councilwoman Hardy reported to the group that the annual Pumpkin Patch sponsored
by the Youth City Council was held on October 18, 1997. Proceeds from this event will be
donated to the library at The Meadows Retirement Center, as well as other undecided projects.

Mayor Cushing recognized the visiting Boy Scouts and made them aware of materials
available from the City which are helpful in earning their merit badges.

The meeting adjourned at 7:49 p.m. on a motion made by Councilman Fowler and
seconded by Councilman Johnson.
